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* Remember: When using passive it's often not so important by whom
something is done.

e.g.: A heavy storm has damaged a roof. Firernen repair it.

.* Study the examples: Firemen repair a damaged roof.
(present simple, active)

A damaged roof is repaired (by firemen).
(present simple passive - The roof can't repair itself !)

+ We often use past simple tense (was/were + 3'd form of the verb).
The subject (S) becomes the object (O) and the object becomes the subject.

e.9.:

After a heavy thunderstorm firemen (S) cleaned the road (O) of mud and rocks.

After a heavy thunderstorm the road was cleaned of mud and rocks (by firemen).
(past simple, passive - The road can't clean itself !)
